But the father said
to his slaves, “Quickly, bring out a robe—the best one—and put it on
him; put a ring on his finger and sandals on his feet. And get the fatted
calf and kill it, and let us eat and celebrate; for this son of mine was
dead and is alive again; he was lost and is found!” And they began to
celebrate.

‘Now his elder son was in the field; and when he came and approached
the house, he heard music and dancing. He called one of the slaves and
asked what was going on. He replied, “Your brother has come, and
your father has killed the fatted calf, because he has got him back safe
and sound.” Then he became angry and refused to go in. His father
came out and began to plead with him. But he answered his father,
“Listen! For all these years | have been working like a slave for you, and
| have never disobeyed your command; yet you have never given me
even a young goat so that | might celebrate with my friends. But when
this son of yours came back, who has devoured your property with
prostitutes, you killed the fatted calf for him!” Then the father said to
him, “Son, you are always with me, and all that is mine is yours. But we
had to celebrate and rejoice, because this brother of yours was dead
and has come to life; he was lost and has been found.””’

They are to
baptize new disciples in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Spirit, and to walk with them in the way of Christ, nurturing them in
the faith. They are to unfold the Scriptures, to preach the word in season
and out of season, and to declare the mighty acts of God. They are to
preside at the Lord’s table and lead his people in worship, offering with
them a spiritual sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving. They are to bless the
people in God’s name. They are to resist evil, support the weak, defend the
poor, and intercede for all in need. They are to minister to the sick and
prepare the dying for their death. Guided by the Spirit, they are to discern
and foster the gifts of all God’s people, that the whole Church may be built
up in unity and faith.
